Dear Monsignor O’Brien         
Greetings from Zing. 
Thank you for the gift of €1,000 forwarded to me by our mutual friend the Papal Nuncio, His 
Excellency Archbishop Michael Francis Crotty. It became 1,725,000 Naira, the Nigerian 
currency. 
Below are donations I made to five diocesan charities. You may like to think of your gift as 
contributing to just one of them. Or to more than one. 
A. A diocesan clinic, St Monica’s, Yakoko, ten kilometres away, run by the Sisters of Our 
Lady of Fatima, a Nigerian congregation: N3,000,000 B. A diocesan special needs school 
run by the same Sisters in Yakoko: N1,000,000   C. The Diocesan Youth Project at Jauro 
Yino about 70kilometres away: this is a programme for teaching young men the three “R”s, 
catechism if they are Catholics, and a trade like carpentry. The youths are usually school 
drop-outs: N1,000,000. D. “Hope for Women”: a similar programme to the Youth Project but 
for young women at Mayo Dassa about 60 kilometres away. They are usually school dropouts 
and as well as the three “R”s and catechism (if they are Catholics) and sewing. They are also 
school drop-outs. It is run by Nigerian Infant Jesus Sisters. The same 
congregation as “Drishane Sisters”: N2,000,000 E. IDP: Internally Displaced Persons. These 
are people fleeing armed conflicts and in need of shelter and care. Nigeria has constant flare-
ups usually of a tribal nature. Often the divisions correspond with religious affiliations so the 
violence often has a religious angle even though the root cause is not religion: N2,000,000. 
Dear Monsignor O’Brien, once again thanks to Ballyhea parish for your very generous gift of 
€1,000. It has been put to good use.
